As it asserts on the book jacket, The Tipping Point is about “that
magic moment when ideas, trends and social behaviors cross a
threshold, tip and spread like wildfire.” Using stories about seemingly
minor incidents that build to matters of great consequence, Malcolm
Gladwell sets out to explain why is it that some ideas, behaviors

or products become fads and others don’t. Gladwell’s thesis is that
ideas, behaviors, messages and products sometimes behave like
outbreaks of infectious disease. The Tipping Point is an examination
of the “social epidemics” that surround us and members in this class
should expect very thought provoking discussion.
